Who is sponsoring the 2006 Toy and Gift Drive?

The Berkeley Staff Assembly (BSA) and the Black Staff and Faculty Organization
(BSFO) are sponsoring this event.

Who will receive our toy donations?

Toys will bring holiday cheer to children ages 3 to 14 in the Alameda and Contra
Costa Counties. The BSFO will host its annual holiday party on Saturday, December 16 for
at-risk children, complete with food, fun and a gift for each young guest. BSFO officers will
“shop” for these gifts from among the toys donated by the campus, and Alameda County
Social Services representatives will distribute donations to children in group homes or
institutions.

Who will receive our gifts for seniors?

Slippers and
socks, gloves, robes, small blankets, and shawls for men and women are especially welcome.

What are the dates of the drive?

Donations will be collected in campus departments from Friday, Novem ber 17 through

When will donations be picked up from departments?

On Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday, December 12, 13, and 14, Mail Services
staff will pick up toy and gift donations from all departments and deliver them to a
designated and secure staging site on campus.

How will Mail Services know where to pick up our donations?
Campus Mail Services will automatically collect your donations as they deliver daily mail to
your building:
* Place your donations in small, sturdy boxes or grocery bags for
easy handling.

* Bring donations to your mail delivery location in your building befor e their
scheduled arrival.

* Attach a copy of the drive flyer or other similar identification to the donations
to let Mail Services staff know that these are for the 2006 Toy and Gift Drive.
